were advised of discussions with diocesan property team on recent liturgical architectural construction.
reviewed Mass setting by Sarah Hart and discussed ways of introducing parishes to a variety of settings.
accepted the finalised Mandate for the St Josephine Bakhita Working Party.
prepared response to parish group query regarding physical gesturing during the Our Father at Mass.
discussed progress of council presentations at national liturgy conference, and conference travel arrangements.

preparing liturgies and prayers as part of our diocesan response to the Hunter Valley bus accident.
supporting parishes preparing for the sacrament of Confirmation for children.
