o ‘Grace, Simplicity Order’ a formation and discernment process for those who have expressed interest in the 
ministry of Assistant Master of Ceremonies  

o For Deacons 
• engagement with Bishop Michael via conversation with members of the Executive  
• the work of its various groups
