Permission to Use the Aboriginal Our Father 

1. It is not to be altered in any way, or added to.  It is so 

designed in English to be translatable into any Aboriginal 

or Islander language.  It was originally translated into two 

Kimberley Aboriginal languages and then translated again 

back into English. 

2. The Aboriginal Our Father is never SAID.  It is always 

SUNG. 

3. It must be acknowledged that it is copyright to the 

Diocese of Broome and that permission has been given to 

use it by the Bishop of Broome.  This copyright and 

permission must be acknowledged on any publication, as 

such, in any written form that you produce. 

4. Pray it well.
